SAIS Perspectives Call for Submissions:
Development’s Response to Crisis
SAIS Perspectives is soliciting submissions for its 2010 issue: Development’s Response to Crisis.  SAIS Perspectives is an annual publication of the International Development program at the Johns Hopkins School of Advanced International Studies (SAIS) in Washington, DC.  The publication provides a forum for discussion and debate of critical, cutting-edge topics with the goal of proposing new and innovative ways of thinking about the practice and policy of international development. 
Discussion of the Theme:
Developing countries face many crises, including natural disasters, conflict situations, ethnic strife, and most recently, severe contractions of the global economy.  The global financial crisis has sparked debate within the development community on what development’s response to crisis ought to be. With shrinking budgets and rapidly increasing demand, how is it that development programs can effectively respond to the needs of the world’s poor in the wake of one of the most severe economic crises of the last several decades?   This debate sparks conversation on a wide range of policy responses, including stronger safety nets for the poor, increased access to credit markets and other consumption-smoothing mechanisms, and the provision of emergency aid.

Crisis, however, does not limit itself to global financial contractions and the developing world has no shortage of non-financial crises.  Natural disasters, conflict situations, health pandemics and the increasing threat of global climate change all have a disproportionate impact on developing countries.  How does and, perhaps more critically, how should the development community respond to such crises?  
 
We welcome you to comment on any aspect of the response of development to crisis.  Although submissions are not limited to the following ideas, some potential topics could include:

Generalized Topics
· How can developing countries and the poor reduce their vulnerability to crisis?
· Are there situations or models in which a crisis can promote development?  Conversely, does it foster a culture of aid dependency?

Sectoral Topics
Financial Crises
· What has been the impact of the global financial crisis on financial flows to developing countries?  How have remittances, foreign direct investment, and aid been affected?
Natural Disasters
· What is the impact of emergency aid on longstanding development objectives and programs?  Does such aid support ongoing development programs, or does it siphon off critical resources?


Environmental Crises
· What impact will global climate change have on the developing world, and what is the appropriate development response?
Health Crises
· How does a global health pandemic affect developing countries?  How can the developing world prevent, prepare for and/or respond to a health crisis?  
Political Crises and Conflict
· Can development be used to support stabilization or counterinsurgency operations?  Are conflict situations an appropriate environment for development programs?

Requirements:

SAIS Perspectives is looking for issue-oriented, provocative and instructive pieces that offer recommendations relevant to the practice and policy of development.  We welcome submissions from SAIS students, alumni and faculty.  We are interested in open editorials (800-1200 words) and descriptive, research-based essays (1400-2000 words).

Deadlines:

· Saturday, November 14, 2009 - Optional deadline for comments[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Interested writers who submit a formal show of interest by this date will have a guaranteed meeting with the editorial staff prior to Thanksgiving break to discuss their potential topic and how to improve their chances of being selected for publication.] 

· Monday, January 4, 2010 - Optional deadline for drafts[footnoteRef:2] [2:  The editorial staff will review drafts and outlines received by this date and will provide comments to the writer prior to the formal submission deadline.  ] 

· Wednesday, January 27, 2010 – Final submissions due
· Thursday, April 8, 2010 - Launch conference[footnoteRef:3] [3:  Writers will be given the opportunity to present their published work in a high-profile setting via the launch conference.  ]
