Project Background
The Fomunyoh Foundation (TFF) is a non-profit organization founded in 1999 to assist and support individuals and movements involved in the enhancement of democracy and human rights in the Republic of Cameroon. The Fomunyoh Foundation will partner with philanthropists and democratic and human rights constituencies within Cameroon as well as internationally to improve the well being of Cameroonian people, and institutions and human rights in Cameroon. 
The project is to assist build the capacity of civil society organizations involved in democratization and good governance issues, and to contribute to program content for a start up independent radio station in rural Cameroon.  The main purpose of the radio station is to provide an alternative voice for civil society organizations and individuals working on democracy and human rights in Cameroon.
Statement of Work
The two intern team will be fully involved with all aspects of programming, including training of NGOs in institutional development and communications strategies.  Essentially the mission for the interns will entail capacity building on communication skills, and program design and implementation for staff and members of civil society organizations including TFF and independent media involved in the democracy and governance areas.  The interns in 2008 helped design and produce radio programs, and advised on the proper management of an independent radio station. In 2009, the intern team will work on the development of a new library for TFF of approximately 25,000 volumes, based on a generous donation via the Law and Democracy Initiative and the Books for Africa program. It is anticipated that the intern team will develop systems and processes to catalogue all of the library materials and facilitate the management of the library as a public resource for the entire North West region of Cameroon.
