Research Fellow Positions

Program Description:

CAD Ciudadanos al Dίa is offering two sets of research opportunities in Lima: a ten week Summer position and a 2-4 week Winter position.  This document describes the summer position only.

CAD Ciudadanos al Dίa is a Peruvian NGO based in Lima that works to improve the relationship between citizens and their government by focusing on the supply of, and demand for, good governance.  Overall, CAD aims to create a state that is more transparent, efficient and equitable, and to a citizenry that is more informed, demanding and engaged.

To achieve these goals, CAD’s innovative interventions include: research the functioning of governance at all levels and publishing results in a citizen-accessible way; training journalists to be both government watchdogs and catalysts of citizen demand; creating competition amongst government entities to generate better service provision to citizen; and identifying and rewarding government successes, including through an annual Prize for Best Practices in Governance.

Positions available:

1. Monitoring and Evaluation

Description:
Undertake an evaluation of CAD’s current system of monitoring and evaluation (M&E); assess its strengths and limitations; propose new M&E system; initialize process of implementing the new M&E system; create Terms of Reference and action plan for any outstanding M&E work including future consultants needed and upkeep of the system by CAD staff.

Requirements:

Masters Degree student in International Development, Latin American Studies, and/or Related Field; professional and academic experience in monitoring and evaluation; fluency in English with excellent writing skills; Spanish language skills ideal; interest in focusing on monitoring and evaluation in future career; interest in issues of governance and citizen empowerment.

2. Civic Education Project
Description:
CAD is looking to develop a new initiative to create an improved civic education curriculum, including topics like the process of citizen involvement and the rights and responsibilities of citizens.  Initially the curriculum will be put to use in targeted graduate programs and in CAD’s public advocacy campaigns, though ultimately the curriculum is hoped to be adopted for use in the Peruvian school system.  A Summer Research Fellow will be responsible for providing the background research and thinking to launch the project, including assessing similar efforts in other developing countries, tailoring and drafting curriculum to the Peruvian context, and developing a proposal and timeline for the launch of the project.
Requirements:

Masters Degree student in International Education, International Development, Latin American Studies, Communications, Law, and/or Related Field; fluency in English with excellent writing skills; Spanish language skills ideal; professional and academic experience in, and career focus on, education in developing countries; skills in developing curriculums including a focus on assuring context relevance; interest in issues of governance and citizen empowerment.
3. Proposal and Programming Development

Description:

Engage in research to identify potential new sources of funding, including both traditional donor agencies and newer non-traditional funding sources like foundations and the private sector; identify new directions for CSD programming and be responsible for elaborating the programmatic and financial content of proposals.

Requirements:

Masters Degree student in International Development, Latin American Studies, and/or Related Field; professional experience in program development and use of program management tools and methodologies; experience and/or interest in gaining skills in generating proposals for funding; interest in issues of governance and citizen empowerment.

4. Developing Ethics for Lawyers in Peru

Description: (more than one position available)
These positions are an opportunity to shape the development of legal ethics in Peru by creating the foundations for the country’s first ethics continuing legal education programs.  CAD Legal Ethics Fellows (CLE Fellows) will work within a specific practice area of a major Peruvian law firm or legal department, directly collaborating with a firm partner to identify the most pressing ethical issues for the practice area and develop a continuing legal education program to address those issues.  CLE Fellows will gain exposure to legal practice in a civil law jurisdiction and will gain expertise through immersion in a single practice area.  CLE Fellows will research U.S. ethics case law and legal ethics scholarship, then apply and adapt their research to create continuing legal education programs that fit within the legal context of Peru, including developing a 6-hour training kit for lawyers in their practice area.  Through their research and project development, CLE fellows will not only gain a critical understanding of ethical issues in multiple legal systems, but will also actively play a role in advancing legal ethics in Peru.
Location specifics for the CLE Fellows program (all other Fellows located in CAD office):
Each CLE Fellow will work in the office of a major law firm or corporate legal department in Lima, Peru and will collaborate with a partner specializing in a particular practice area (e.g. capital markets, antitrust, litigation, arbitration, tax, securities, contracts, real estate, labor, intellectual property, telecommunications, mineral, or project finance). Fellows will also work in conjunction with CAD (Ciudadanos al Dίa), an advocacy think tank that has united law firms, law schools, and major corporations at the forefront of legal ethics development in Peru.  One fellow will work in the Ciudadanos al Dίa office in Peruvian legal system.  By working with both the private and public sectors, CAD fellows will see all aspects of the multilateral effort for legal ethics development in Peru.

Requirements:

Law student or Masters Degree student in Law and/or Related Field; fluency in English with excellent writing skills; Spanish language skills ideal; professional and academic experience in research, designing educational programs and/or in training of professionals; interest in issues of professional ethics and citizen empowerment.

Remuneration and Addition Information:
CAD does not pay an honorarium or otherwise provide monetary compensation to Fellows.  Fellows are expected to cover their expenses traveling to and from Lima as well as their housing, local transportation in locating safe, affordable short term housing.

While Fellows are expected to take care of and pay for their housing arrangements, CAD can provide logistical support in locating safe, affordable short term housing.
All Fellows will be based in CAD’s office in Lima.  CAD will provide Fellows with pleasant, modern office space (including high-speed, wireless internet) and an enjoyable work environment with a diverse, innovative, and very collegial staff.  Email will be accessible, and Fellows will be assigned their own accounts upon arrival.  Fellows are requested to bring their own laptops.

Fellows are encouraged to take advantage of their time in Lima to learn about Peru and development and policy issues as they play out in the Peruvian context.  Summer Research Fellows will be provided with and orientation program in which they meet with Peruvian policy makers, economists and development professionals.  CAD encourages Fellows to engage with Peruvian peers in their field of interest and will be happy to assist Fellows in making additional contacts with area professionals.
