SIP 2009 Chintan – Delhi


Opportunity:
Chintan is offering the following internships for the Summer of 2009. Each internship is ideally intended for a team of two, although it can also be undertaken by one intern. 

In order to do this work, Chintan will immerse the interns in a 2 week long orientation , in order for them to understand the landscape. The interns will then discuss their plans, make a workplan and be attached to a person or a team. All internships must end 4 days before the interns are scheduled to leave Delhi, in order for Chintan to complete all processes, the staff ask any questions, the handover and to give the intern enough winding down time. 

Chintan will help the interns to find inexpensive housing near the office, administrative help to set up systems such as mobile phones etc, basic translation help, access to doctors etc and a cultural orientation. The internships are based in Delhi but should there be an opportunity to travel outside, Chintan will bear the costs, should we see it as important. The Chintan office has wi-fi, is centrally located and offers interns their own work space. 

· Creating a Monitoring and Evaluation Plan for Chintan : This internship will require understanding the work of Chintan from the perspective of  both the staff, the beneficiaries and foundations and develop an M&E plan for the organization to be able to enhance it work and meet its objectives more efficiently and more impactfully. This internship includes training key Chintan staff to use this plan.  

· Privatization of waste collection by large companies has resulted in several wastepickers losing their livelihoods .  Currently, the debates on including the wastepickers are in need of a tool that helps policymakers and donor agencies and NGOs like Chintan  evaluate the extent to which wastepickers are included by both municipalities and private players in privatization of waste, instead of being jobless.  The interns will be expected to create tools that reflect the extent to which a wastepicker has been included in systems where privatization has been undertaken, or will be undertaken. These will be used for monitoring as well as for negotiation with the municipalities and for planning by the private companies and policy makers. 

· Metamprphosis is the name of our line of products created by weaving  waste plastic bags on a traditional loom. Despite the many accolades it gets, it has not yet come financially sustainable. This internship required working on the Metamorphosis initiative (link) to  evaluate its functioning and create a business plan to ensure its sustainability. 

· One of the new environmental crisis in India is the recycling of electronic waste. Almost 95% of this is undertaken in and by the informal sector, which is not recognized and cannot access government loans and schemes, or apply for benefits.  More recently, Chintan has begun to mobilize the sector, with the intention of forming it into an association and a formal entity, which is expected to help the sector work better and more safely. However, such an association needs a business plan. The internship requires the creation of a business plan for the association of e-waste recyclers, working with them and other players to create one and to undertake a workshop to share the business plan with them and Chintan, so it can be implemented.
