Philippines Conference – March 2008:  

Can the Philippines Break Out of its Affliction? 

 This one and a half-day conference in 

March, 2008 brought together 

American and Filipino government 

officials, scholars, experts, and 

watchers of Philippine affairs. The 

conference provided a venue to 

exchange ideas on the prospects for 

political reform, economic 

development, and peace and 

security in Southeast Asia’s oldest 

democracy.  

 
The conference explored such issues 

as democratic consolidation, reform 

of the Armed Forces of the Philippines, 

economic development, internal 

armed conflicts, and the future of 

bilateral partnership between the 

Philippines and the United States.

As part of the class, 13 students and 

two faculty members traveled to 

Indonesia to conduct research on 

poverty reduction programs and 

small and medium enterprise (SME) 

development. The teams of students 

visited Western and Central Java and 

Aceh on their two-week field trip to 

Indonesia.
